📖 Scriptures for Healing (AMP)

Throughout Scripture, God
reveals Himself as our Healer
—restoring not only physical
ailments but also emotional
wounds and spiritual
brokenness. His promises
assure us of His unwavering
commitment to our
wholeness.

Exodus 15:26
Saying, If you will diligently listen and pay attention to the voice
of the Lord your God, and do what is right in His sight, and
listen to His commandments, and keep foremost in your
thoughts and actively obey all His precepts and statutes, then I
will not put on you any of the diseases which I put on the
Egyptians; for I am the Lord who heals you.

Exodus 23:25–26 (Miscarriage)
But you shall serve [only] the Lord your God, and He shall bless
your bread and water. I will also remove sickness from among
you. No one shall suffer miscarriage or be barren in your land; I
will fulfill the number of your days.

Deuteronomy 28:61
Also every sickness and every affliction which is not written in
the book of this Law, the Lord will bring on you until you are
destroyed. (Note: This verse describes the curse, which we have
been redeemed from in Christ—see Galatians 3:13.)

Psalm 103:2–3
Bless and affectionately praise the Lord, O my soul, and do not
forget any of His benefits; who forgives all your sins, who heals
all your diseases.

Psalm 147:3 (Broken Heart)
He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds [healing
their pain and comforting their sorrow].

Isaiah 53:4-5
But [in fact] He has borne our griefs, and He has carried our
sorrows and pains...but He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was crushed for our wickedness...and by His
wounds we are healed.

God reveals Himself in
Scripture as Jehovah Rapha—
the Lord who heals. His
healing is not limited to
physical ailments, but
extends to emotional pain,
mental torment, and broken
hearts. Jesus bore our
sicknesses and carried our
pain on the cross, and by His
wounds, healing is now your
covenant right.

Jeremiah 30:17
For I will restore health to you and I will heal your wounds, says
the Lord, because they have called you an outcast, saying: this is
Zion; no one seeks her and no one cares for her.

Matthew 8:16–17
When evening came, they brought to Him many who were
under the power of demons; and He cast out the evil spirits with
a word, and restored to health all who were sick. This was to
fulfill what was spoken through Isaiah the prophet: He Himself
took our infirmities [upon Himself] and carried away our
diseases.

Mark 5:34
Jesus said to her, Daughter, your faith [your personal trust and
confidence in Me] has restored you to health; go in peace and be
permanently healed from your suffering.

James 5:14–15
Is anyone among you sick? He must call for the elders (spiritual
leaders) of the church, and they are to pray over him, anointing
him with oil in the name of the Lord; and the prayer of faith will
restore the one who is sick, and the Lord will raise him up, and
if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.

1 Peter 2:24
He personally carried our sins in His body on the cross
[willingly offering Himself on it, as on an altar of sacrifice], so
that we might die to sin [becoming immune from the penalty
and power of sin] and live for righteousness; for by His wounds
you [who believe] have been healed.
